Terminalia arjuna(arjuna), 10 Ficus benghalensis(banyan tree) and 10 Ficus religiosa 
(sacred fig), 51 Simarouba glauca (Laxmi taru) 

● Also we have planted flowering plants like 51 Cassia fistula (Amaltas),201 Plumeria 
(champa), 51 Butea monosperma (Palash tree) 

● We constructed 3 water ponds to conserve water in Shelarwadi, Dehu Road, 
Maharashtra for a reliable water source for the local community.
